Coming around the horses on the merry-go-round in order are Billy Wirth (18), Brooke McCarter (18) and 

Alex Winter (18).  The movie was originally written as a bunch of "Goonie-type 5th-6th grade kid 

vampires". Joel Sheumacher liked the title but hated the concept, so he changed it. 
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The amusement park scenes were filmed at the Santa Cruz Beach Boardwalk in California. This is the same 

park that appeared in Brotherhood of Justice (1986) (also starring Kiefer Sutherland). The Boardwalk also 

was seen in the Dirty Harry sequel Sudden Impact (1983) and Harold and Maude (1971). 

 

Although the movie is clearly set in Santa Cruz, Ca (the Boardwalk and Pier are featured in several scenes) 

the city name given in the film is the-as far as I know-fictional Santa Carla. Apparently the Santa Cruz 

chamber of commerce was not keen on reviving the "Murder capital" moniker, which had been hung on 

Santa Cruz during a serial killer's rampage in the 70s.  Santa Cruz was trying to attract families and kids to 

the Boardwalk, thus the label would have done great harm to their image.

One way that they saved money was the filming of the vampire in flight. They didnôt have a lot of money in 

the making of this picture, so one of the choices the director made was not to show that the vampires could 

fly until the end of the film, in order to save money.  Thus you get this camera shot, verse seeing the 

vampires flying themselves. 

 

Continuity: The security guard at the beginning of the movie holds his cap as he runs in close-up shots, but 

doesn't in long shots. 

 

Everything is done in camera, and there are only two green screen shots.  This works out well as there is an 

old ad edge that many times what you donôt see is scarier than what you do see.  So they bank on that and 

create a mystery with this security guard scene. 

 

Executive producer Richard Donner originally intended to direct the movie himself.  After Richard Donner 

passed on directing, 'Mary Lambert' , was brought in, but left due to "creative differences".

Playing 

Helen Buckman, the divorced mother of two difficult teens, Wiest was both touching and hilarious, and received her second Oscar nomination.  

Arguably her most beloved role came as Peg Boggs, the kindly Avon Lady who discovers the titular Edward Scissorhands (1990). Wiest returned to Woody Allen 
in 1994 for Bullets Over Broadway (1994), a superb comedy set in 1920s New York, winning her second Best Supporting Actress Oscar for her magnificent 

portrayal of Helen Sinclair, a boozy, glamorous and neurotic star of the stage, who could made the words "Don't speak!" the funniest sentence ever captured on 

film.
